3. SEPARATE CLASSES WITH A SINGLE NUMBER AND DIFFERENT TITLES. CREATE A SURROGATE COURSE KEY.

4. CREATE INDICATOR KEYS FOR DAYS.

5. CHANGE TIMES TO 24 HOUR CLOCK.

6. SEPARATE COURSE ID INTO DEPT, COURSE, SECTION.  SPLIT BUILDING AND ROOM NUMBER.

7. JOIN ROOM DATA TO ALL TABLES TO ADD CLASSROOM CAPACITY.

8. CHECK TO SEE IF CLASSES WILL FIT INTO THEIR ASSIGNED ROOMS.

9. ADD SEMESTER, YEAR ATTRIBUTES.

10. PLACE

a. APPEND ALL SEMESTER/YEARS TOGETHER.

b. PLACE THE FINAL DATASET INTO A SEPARATE ACCESS DATABASE.
