· In the Object Explorer window (on the left) click the (+) beside the Databases entry to open it up.  You should see the new database listed.  If not, right click on the databases line and select Refresh.

· Right Click on the new database line and select Tasks

· Choose Import Data

· Follow the instructions on the Import Wizard to import the WholesaleProducts database from MS Access into SQL Server.  Choose all of the tables
