Gifts4U is a company that sells “care packages” to university students.  A care package is a selection of food or clothing given to students during a exam week.  The company has an inventory of products consisting of other products or items.  For example, the “Jumbo Pack” consists of a “Deluxe Food Pack” and a “Winter Sleep Pack.”  The Deluxe Food Pack has a number of food items and smaller packs, also offered for sale by the company.  Each product requires Code, Name and Description.

The way the ordering process works is that purchasers place orders for products.  The order can contain selections for several students.  The order contains customer Name, Address, and Phone.  It also contains Name, Address, Phone and Product Code for each student receiving a gift.  Students can get gifts from several purchasers and purchasers can give gifts to several students. Gifts4U considers both purchasers and students to be customers.

Draw an E-R diagram for this situation.  Include attributes, keys, foreign keys and referential integrity.
