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This is a guide for logging into the Oracle database system in the student labs at the Michael F. Price College of Business.  You will need

· Your Oracle LogonID  (passed out in class)

· A floppy disk

When you initially go to the lab you log in with (will be assigned to you in class)

From the Common Applications Window Select SQL Plus 3.3 .

The system will prompt for user name and password.  You will use your class user names and passwords that we distributed.

You will then see the SQL window and prompt.

SQL> 

The SQL window allows you to type SQL and Oracle’s programming language commands into the window, which will be run and displayed there.  This is an interactive display window and not a programming development environment.  You will use MS Notepad for an editor.  This is the default editor; if you type edit at the SQL prompt, ORACLE will drop you into a Notepad window with your last typed instructions in it.  (Editors like MS Word tend to insert special characters into their text, which mess up program execution.)  Type

SELECT * FROM SALES_REP;

and hit <enter>.  You should see the results of this SELECT statement displayed on the screen.

You have “READ ONLY” rights to these tables.

· To save these results you have several options.  The simplest is probably to open up a second window with an MS Word or Notepad document on your floppy disk (A: drive).  You can highlight the SQL statement and the displayed results in the SQL window with the mouse, select COPY under the EDIT menu, and PASTE the text into your new document.  To get the tables to line up the way they did on the screen you should select a font which is not true type such as standard Courier

· A second option will spool off everything you do to a separate file.  You can edit this file later.  Type

spool a: FILENAME

This will route the printed output to the file filename on the floppy disk in the A: drive so you can save it.  If you type SPOOL off  Oracle will cease spooling.  If you type spool again, Oracle will resume spooling but overwrite anything in the old file.  To save both versions you will need to set up separate files each time you spool.

Misc Commands

>edit


will open MS notepad with the last SQL/

>clear scr

>desc TableName
>exit

>DESCRIBE DBA_TABLES
