Each request is considered on its individual merit. These students will have one semester to either rectify all deficiencies or meet the conditions for continued enrollment. …”

All applications for readmission must present clearly documented evidence indicating a high probability the student will successfully complete the Engineering degree program. The application will be considered based upon the evaluation of the Director of Advising. If readmission is granted, it will be subject to such terms and conditions as the Director may prescribe. Some students who are stopped out from the College of Engineering may still be eligible for continued enrollment under the University retention policy.
