* U.S. Air Force Summer Technical Internship Recruiting Program (TRIP) – The Air Force is currently looking for Electrical, Computer, or Environmental Engineering students interested in an internship opportunity that allows them to work for the Air Force Research Lab (AFRL) during the summer between their sophomore and junior year of college. LEAN/SIX SIGMA FUNDAMENTALS
TO: OU CoE Undergraduate and Graduate Students

OU is continuing with its initiative of certifying students on certain job skills. Spring 2010 offering of the certification workshop in "Lean/Six Sigma Fundamentals" is scheduled for Feb. 13, 14, 20, 21 and 27, 2010. Successful students can take the follow-on "Green Belt" certification workshop scheduled for March 27, 28 and April 03, 2010. For best learning experience, OU ACCEPTS ONLY THE FIRST PAID REGISTRATIONS. 

"Lean Production" and "Six Sigma" skills are very important for practicing professionals, as well as for internships. Those who attend at least 70 percent of the workshop days and pass (70/100) an end-of-workshop certification examination (open book, consistent with national norms) will be awarded a "Certificate of Achievement" (highest certification level) in Lean/Six Sigma Fundamentals, which can be cited in resumes and interviews. The workshop is being offered to OU students, recovering only the cost of the workshop. Similar workshops outside cost $2,500-5,000. In one student's words "each company I contacted for employment is working to launch or is currently using lean/six sigma."

Since the late 1980s, Lean and Six Sigma have become popular process improvement methodologies for the industry practitioner. Many private sector and government organizations require knowledge and application of lean and six sigma tools for competitiveness. Although each can be applied separately, in combination, they become an explosive tool set for breakthrough improvements in the manufacturing and the service sectors.

Although there is no guarantee that these skills by themselves will help a student obtain internship or full-time employment, several previous workshop attendees have told us they can form a direct linkage between internship/employment they obtained and the Lean/Six Sigma certification they achieved/are currently working to complete.
