Stephen Luby, M.D.  - University of Oklahoma International Water Prize Winner
International Centre for Diarrheal Disease Research, Bangladesh

Dr. Luby will be receiving his prize the following week at the OU International WaTER Conference –over 150 registrants coming from fifteen countries to report on work conducted in twenty-seven countries.  This is an exciting opportunity for students, faculty and friends of the University of Oklahoma to hear from and interact with this internationally recognized leader who is bringing water and health to remote villages not only in Bangladesh but throughout the world via his pioneering research.  
Dr. Luby, The International Centre for Diarrheal Disease Research Bangladesh, graduated with a degree in philosophy from Creighton University. He earned his medical degree from the University of Texas Southwestern Medical School at Dallas.  Dr. Luby has worked at the Aga Khan University in Karachi, Pakistan, has worked at the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention in Atlanta, Georgia, and since 2004 has headed the Program on Infectious Diseases and Vaccine Sciences at The International Centre for Diarrheal Disease Research, Bangladesh.

But That Money Would Buy A Lot of Pipes: The value (and costs) of communicating about service work
Pizza will be served beginning at 5:15 pm
Description: Six University of Dayton civil engineering students began planning and raising money for a project to bring clean water to a small village in West Africa last summer. This talk will discuss the value of telling the story of their work, the costs of doing so, the process by which such a story is told, and the outcomes of telling it. 

Presenters:  Matthew Dewald is assistant director of communications at the University of Dayton and managing editor of the University of Dayton Magazine. During the 2008-09 academic year, he followed the progress of students as they developed plans for a sustainable pipe-borne water delivery and filtration system for Barombi village in Cameroon, West Africa. 
Hayley Ryckman completed her bachelor's degree in civil engineering at the University of Dayton in 2009. As a student, she co-oped with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers in 2006 and traveled to Cameroon, West Africa, during the summers of 2007 and 2008 through ETHOS, the university's engineering service-learning program. She is currently a design engineer at CESO, Inc., a civil engineering firm in Dayton, Ohio.
