Description:  In 1999, Donna Shirley, BS Aerospace Engineering 1965, established an endowed fund at the University of Oklahoma to benefit the College of Engineering.  Having a deeply rooted interest in the quality of education in the College of Engineering at the University of Oklahoma, she created this fund to support strategic student initiatives or projects that provide outstanding extra-curricular learning opportunities for undergraduate students and to contribute to the ongoing and future success of the College.  

This application for THE DONNA SHIRLEY ENGINEERING AWARD should be submitted to Associate Dean Simin Pulat in the Dean’s Office of the College of Engineering (Carson 107) no later than Friday, October 9.  The awardees will be selected by October 23 ($1,000 minimum award), and they will be recognized at the Board of Visitors meeting November 12. Although all student organizations/projects are encouraged to apply, special consideration will be given to initiatives or projects that are multi-disciplinary in nature.  The selection committee shall consist of the Dean of the College of Engineering and the Associate Dean for Engineering Education. OUTSTANDING SENIORS SELECTION
Each year the OU Parents’ Association recognizes the All-Around Outstanding Senior Man and Senior Woman at the University.  Additionally, the Association presents an Award of Merit to the Outstanding Senior of each undergraduate college as selected by the college dean.  To be eligible for consideration, a student must have earned a 3.25 grade point average and be scheduled to receive his or her Bachelor’s degree in December 2009, May or August 2010.  Recipients will be recognized, with their college dean, during Family Weekend at the Outstanding Senior Ceremony, Friday, November 13, 2009, at 5 p.m. in Beaird Lounge of the Oklahoma Memorial Union.

Students must submit their applications by 4:00 p.m. on Tuesday, October 13, 2009, to each college Dean’s office.  Each applicant is required to submit fifteen copies of his/her application.
Selected Seniors will be honored at a Outstanding Senior ceremony, Fri., November 13 at 5 p.m, Beaird Lounge, Oklahoma Memorial Union  (Deans will have photos taken with their college recipient and President Boren) This event usually lasts approximately 90 minutes.

WHO’S WHO SELECTION (Undergraduate and Graduate students)
Since 1934, Who’s Who Among Students in American Universities and Colleges has furthered the aims of higher education by rewarding and recognizing individual academic excellence on a national level.  Students whose academic standing, participation in extracurricular activities, and community service are decidedly above average will be chosen for this award.  Students will be notified by the Leadership Development and Volunteerism later in the semester regarding their selection.  

To be eligible for consideration, a student must be scheduled to receive his or her first Bachelor’s Degree in December 2009 or May or August of 2010. Graduate students are also eligible for this recognition. ALL STUDENTS APPLYING FOR OUTSTANDING SENIOR WILL AUTOMATICALLY BE CONSIDERED FOR THIS HONOR AND DO NOT NEED TO SUBMIT AN ADDITIONAL APPLICATION.
Students must return three (3) copies of the application to Student Life Office, Room 370, Oklahoma Memorial Union, no later than 4:00 p.m. on Tuesday, October 13, 2009.  Applications will not be accepted after the deadline.
