2. Describe a challenge or obstacle you encountered abroad and how you were able to overcome it.

3. Give at least one detailed example of an occasion when you spoke in public or before a group of people. What was the context? Was it terrifying or exciting? What did you learn from the experience? What kinds of things helped or did not help? 
4. Explain why you would make an excellent Study Abroad Ambassador and include why you think students should study abroad.
