Don Hughes recently joined the University of Oklahoma as the new CIA Officer in Residence (OIR). 
Hughes is the second officer to be stationed at OU.  The OIR program has existed more than 25 years on 
college campuses nationwide and is  designed to contribute to the study of national security issues while 

providing a real world practical prospective on intelligence-related matters. 

Hughes will spend two years on the OU campus and serve as a resource for students, faculty and 
administrators as a visiting professor, panel guest, team teacher and collaborator with other faculty 

members on national security related topics. Hughes has a strong interest in teaching and is working with 
the university to find opportunities to contribute to the understanding of the role of a national intelligence 

agency in a democratic society.

Before moving to Norman in August, Hughes worked for the CIA in the Congressional Affairs office where 
he facilitated the agency’s effort to keep the Congress informed of the CIA activities. He joined the CIA in 
2000, after spending three years in the private sector living overseas while working on a large Brazilian 

government program intended to improve the country’s ability to exert its sovereignty over the vast 
Brazilian Amazon. Hughes is a retired Army officer.
