Chapter 30 
Montgomery GI Bill for Active Duty
The Montgomery G.I. Bill establishes a program of education benefits for essentially three groups or categories of individuals based on their active duty service. The benefits available to each person may vary depending on their particular situation and length of active duty service.

If you DO NOT plan to use Tuition Assistance from the military, and plan to use ONLY your regular VA educational benefits while on active duty, please follow the instructions listed below.

1. Provide Official Transcripts from all institutions of higher education, attended or currently attending, to the University of Oklahoma Admissions Office. This is a requirement for all students using veterans’ benefits. The Department of Veterans Affairs requires the OU-VA Office to officially report all prior credit completed at other higher education institutions. For additional information visit the University of Oklahoma Admissions office. 

2. Either an original Application for Educational Benefits VA Form 22-1990 or a request for Change of Program or Place of Training, VA Form 22-1995 - completed. IMPORTANT: The OU-VA office is required to maintain a student file for everyone using veteran’s benefits. VA forms may be accessed through OU Veteran Student Services Forms. 

***NOTE: All ACTIVE DUTY STUDENTS MUST have their Armed Forces Education Services Officer's Signature on all new applications (VA Form 22-1990) and on change of place/program form (VA Form 22-1995). 

3. We encourage enrolling as soon as you are eligible to insure that the OU VA office has enough time to process your certification and forward it to the Muskogee VA Office to avoid prolonged wait times for your benefits. VA pays benefits based on attendance as well as number of hours taken and length of course. 
4. CH 30 recipients must verify attendance with the VA RPO on a monthly basis.  You may call 1-877-823-2378 and follow the instructions provided OR you may go on the internet to http://www.gibill.va.gov/ and follow the link to WAVE. 
5. Active Duty - GI Bill (Chapter 30) will pay tuition and fees only.
6. A change in your class schedule may affect your VA benefits. Frequent changes often cause students to have an overpayment of benefits. Frequent schedule changes may also delay your certification process, especially if non-required courses for your approved VA Educational Objective are taken. 

7. If you will be retiring or leaving the service, please submit a DD Form 214 member 4 as soon as possible.
8. VA Educational Benefits are non-taxable.
