Common Questions

How Do I Start My VA Benefits? 

· Apply to the University of Oklahoma 

· Complete an application for admission 

· Pay $40.00 application fee  

· Request official transcripts for high school, prior college/university credits, and military credits to be sent to the University of Oklahoma.
· See the appropriate academic advisor for your degree program 

· Enroll in desired courses 
NOTE: VA will only pay for courses REQUIRED for your degree program 

· Enrollment information can be found at the University of Oklahoma Enrollment Services website or the enrollment office located in Buchanan Hall, Room 230 or call 405-325-3572. 

· Visit the OU Veterans Student Services Office located in Buchanan Hall, Room 234 or call 405-325-4308.
· Complete a VA application for benefits packet (If you are not sure what type of VA benefits you qualify for, you may contact the VA Regional Office education toll-free number: 1-888-442-4551 OR visit the Veteran Student Services website.  

· Submit an OU VA Confirmation of Veteran/Dependent Course Enrollment sheet. 

· Submit a copy of your DD Form 214--member 4 (if veteran status) 

· Inform staff if you will be using military tuition assistance for any courses on your current enrollment schedule (if active duty status).
· Submit a copy of your Notice of Basic Eligibility (NOBE) (if using benefits through a Reserve/National Guard unit) 

NOTE: VA will not pay for REPEAT courses in which a passing grade has already been achieved.
