IN FOR MA TION CON CERN ING GEN ERAL RULES, REG U LA TIONS AND MIN I MUM RE QUIRE MENTS
TO TAL HOURS: A Bach e lor of Arts in Jour nal ism de gree re quires 130 hours, 48 of which must be up per-di vi sion (3000-4000 level courses).
Trans fer work will be counted as lower-di vi sion or up per-di vi sion credit de pend ing on the level at which it was of fered at the in sti tu tion where the work was taken. All two-year col lege work
is con sid ered to be lower-di vi sion.
HOURS BY EXAM, COR RE SPON DENCE STUDY AND/OR EX TEN SION: A max i mum of 31 se mes ter hours (or 1/4 of the to tal hours re quired for a preprofessional pro gram of study) may
be com pleted by a com bi na tion of exam, cor re spon dence study and/or ex ten sion credit.
AT TEN DANCE: Stu dents who do not at tend a JMC class or lab on the first day of classes may be dropped from the class or lab.
TRANS FER WORK: A max i mum of nine hours of trans fer JMC coursework will ap ply to ward the BA in Jour nal ism. No JMC trans fer work will be ac cepted af ter full ad mis sion to the Col lege.
IN DI VID UAL STUD IES (e.g., courses ti tled “In de pend ent Study”): A max i mum of 12 to tal se mes ter hours may be counted to ward grad u a tion.
RE PEAT OF FAILED COURSEWORK: A stu dent earn ing a grade of “F” in an up per-di vi sion course at OU may not re peat the course for credit at an other in sti tu tion with out the prior writ ten
per mis sion of the de part ment that of fered the course at OU. Once fully ad mit ted to the Col lege of Jour nal ism and Mass Com mu ni ca tion, no ad di tional up per-di vi sion JMC trans fer work will
be ac cepted.
MIL I TARY, MIL I TARY IN-SER VICE, AND P.E. COURSES: A max i mum of 16 se mes ter hours to tal of ba sic skills courses; aero space stud ies, mil i tary sci ence, and na val sci ence courses; ad -
vanced mil i tary in-ser vice ex pe ri ence; and PE ac tiv ity courses may be in cluded in the min i mum 130 se mes ter hours re quired for grad u a tion. No more than four of the 16 se mes ter hours
may be in PE ac tiv ity courses.
SE NIOR IN STI TU TION HOURS: A min i mum of 60 se mes ter hours ap plied to ward grad u a tion must be earned at se nior (4-year) in sti tu tions.
RES I DENCY:

• A mini mum of 30 se mes ter hours ac cept able to ward gradua tion must be earned in resi dence at OU, in clud ing at least 15 of the last 30 hours ap plied to ward the de gree.
• At least 15 se mes ter hours of upper- division ma jor work must be com pleted in resi dence at OU.
• OU cor re spon dence courses are not con sid ered resi dent credit.
• Cred its earned via ex ami na tion are nei ther resi dent nor non resi dent credit.

SPE CIAL DE GREES: Stu dents may qual ify for an Hon ors de gree (cum Laude, Magna cum Laude, or Summa cum Laude) by com plet ing spe cific re quire ments of the Hon ors Col lege. A de -
gree will be earned with Dis tinc tion if the stu dent com pletes at least 60 se mes ter hours at OU with at least a 3.60 com bined re ten tion GPA and OU re ten tion GPA. A de gree will be earned
with Spe cial Dis tinc tion if the stu dent com pletes at least 60 se mes ter hours at OU with at least a 3.90 com bined re ten tion GPA and OU re ten tion GPA.
AP PLI CA TION FOR GRAD U A TION: Stu dents must ap ply for grad u a tion dur ing the term in which they com plete their de gree re quire ments in or der to grad u ate in that term. Ap pli ca tion
forms are avail able in the Stu dent Ser vices Cen ter, 2520 Gaylord Hall. The dead line for com ple tion of all coursework to grad u ate in a par tic u lar term is the last day of classes in that term.

Re quire ments for full Ad mis sion to the Col lege of Jour nal ism and Mass Com mu ni ca tion
All in com ing fresh men or trans fer stu dents are clas si fied as Pre-Jour nal ism ma jors un til the fol low ing re quire ments are met:

• Successfully pass the Gaylord Col lege En trance Exams;
• Suc cess fully com plete JMC 1013 (In tro duc tion to Mass Com mu ni ca tion) with a grade of C or better;
• Suc cess ful com ple tion of at least 21 hours of courses ac cept able for Gen eral Ed u ca tion credit;
• Achieve a min i mum com bined re ten tion grade point av er age of 2.75 on all work at tempted, as well as a 2.75 on all ma jor work; and
• Com pleted Ap pli ca tion Form.
