However, first priority will be given to
those students who meet the deadline with funds being distributed on an "as available" basis to those
who apply late.

The Graduate Fellowship is a three-year package including:

1. A graduate assistantship stipend in the amount of $8,800 from the School of Dance

2. An additional annual stipend from the Graduate College in the amount of $4,000 or $8,000

3. Full tuition waiver (54 credit hours) from the Graduate College

4. Basic health insurance subsidy provided by the Office of the President (note: Goddard
Health Center requires a complete immunization record)
Annual supply funds in the amount of $1,500 provided by the Graduate College
Professional travel funds in the amount of $500 annually provided by the School of Dance
7. Reduced load as a graduate assistant during the semester of thesis completion provided by

the College of Fine Arts
