REPORT -6N JOINT MEETING OF EXECUTIVE COMMITTEES OF THE OKLAHOMA UNIVERSITY ~ 
FACULTY SENATE A11D THE OKLAHOMA STATE UNIVERSITY FACULTY COUNCIL 

Dr. Geoffrey Marshall , Senate Chairman, reported on the September 19, 1972, meeting 
in Stillwater of the Executive Committees of the Oklahoma University Faculty Senate 
and the Oklahoma State University Faculty Council : 
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The two groups discussed a number of items of common interest--specifically, the 
evaluation of teaching and learning, the insurance aspect of the fringe benefits 
program, a possible joint OU-OSU position regarding junior college articulation and 
transfers, and a possible joint OU-OSU statement regarding faculty responsibility for 
academic standards. 

Both groups feel strongly th~t improved, direct communication between parallel 
departments at both Universities would be desirable and beneficial to all concerned. 
Attention was called to the fact that a few departments already enjoy such a relation­
ship. Members of both Committees agreed that deans at both Universities should be 
requested to encourage such cooperation between the two institutions.

ARTICULATION WITH THE STATE JUNIOR COLLEGES 

✓ on the Norman 

In his remarks concerning the joint meeting of the two Executive Committees, 
Dr. Geoffrey Marshall, Faculty Senate Chairman, alluded to a recent request from 
the President of the University for a faculty committee to review a report now being 
prepared by the Dean's Council on articulation with the state junior colleges. 
Subsequently, the report will be coordinated with a similar Oklahoma State University 
report to make possible the presentation of a mutual agreement on this matter. The 
Senate Committee on Committees will submit to the University President its faculty 
nominations for the faculty review committee.

UIUVEBSITY REGULATIONS CONCERNING ACADEMIC FREEDOM AND TENURE V 
Dr. David Levy reported on +.he activities of the conference committee studying 
proposed changes in the University regulations concerning faculty tenure and academic 
freedom recommended by the Senate on May 10, 1971. The conference committee (including 
Drs. Geoffrey Marshall, Paul David, and David Levy) has been meeting with Dr. Sharp 
to discuss four questions raised by Dr. Sharp. As a result of these deliberations, 
the committee :i.as recommended the approval of .the following change requested by 

. Dr. Sharp: 

Deletion of the underlined words (". • • source of funds for their salaries 
or the .. ,

0
) in paragraph II, A, 3 (Faculty Tenure -- Definitions) on page 3: 

11
All full-time employees of the University who hold an academic rank of as­

sistant professor or above, with exceptions that will be immediately noted, 
are eligible for tenure,rega.rdless of the/source of funds for their salaries 
or the/distribution of their assigned duties among those ( teaching, research 
or creative activity service to the University) on which criteria for 
Advancement in, rank and salary are based. '1 

Dr. Levy moved approval of the above deletion. He r.eportecl that · the dratting 
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comn:d.ttee had spent more time on this point of soft--money employees than on any other 
in the proposed regulations. 

During the ensuing discussion, the question of tenure for half--time employees was 
raised. The need for further study of this point was made evident. 

Subsequently, the Senate approved without dissent the above deletion in the regulation3 
concerning academic freedom and faculty tenure. 

The Senate then approved without dissent Dr. William Maehl' s motion that the question 
of tenure for half-time employees be studied by an appropriate committee and that any 
proposed statement be returned to the Senate for approval. 

STATE REGENTS' PLAN FOR THE '70 1 s V----
Background Information: On March 12, 1972, the Senate approved the appointment of 
and ad hoc Committee to study the State Regents' Plan for the '70's, particularly 
the relationship of the University of Oklahoma to the State Regents and the Chancellor ! . 
office. (See page 6 of the Senate Journal for March 13, 1972) 

Senate Action: Dr. Ronald Bourassa, Chairman of the ad hoc Committee, reported on 
the activities of that Committee that includes the following members: 

Paul Brinker - Economics 
Rufus Hall - Political Science 
Tom Love Engineering 
Gene Shepherd- Education 

The Committee met ten times during the summer and fall. Familiarization sessions 
were held with President Sharp, Chancellor DunlaP., and Vice President Nordby, among 
others. Dr. Bourassa read his five-page report that highlighted the Committee's 
recent meeting with the Chancellor with the following conclusion: 

11Hig}ler education in Oklahoma is moving toward a state system 
with each institution playing an integral part. The details of 
this integration are left up to the institutions involved and will 
be prescribed to them by others only if they do not take the 
initiative." 

The Committee recommends that Chancellor Dunlap be invited to meet with either the 
Faculty Senate or the general faculty on the Norman campus. Arrangements have been 
made for the Committee to meet with the State Regents at an early date. Dr. Bourassa 
repeatedly emphasized the Committee's feeling that its role was to express faculty 
concerns to the Chancellor and the State Regents. He will r/ort to the Senate 
again after the meeting with the State Regents. / 

KGOU PROGRAM: "Faculty Comments" 

Dr. Geef~rey Marshall expressed disappointment with the fact that no faculty member 
nas accepted the recent invitation of radio station KGOU management to direct the 
Friday program, "Faculty Comment~."
