Develop your project idea and draft your project description using
the format outlined in the FIP proposal preparation and submission
guidelines.

Download and complete application forms, including the proposal
cover sheet and budget template.

Consider finding a colleague who can review your proposal,
including how well it aligns with FIP guidelines.

Revise your proposal and proofread your final draft.

Preliminary review and processing
of proposals; reviewers are
assigned (~1 week).

Proposals are available to Research
Council members for review (~2 weeks).

September to May to discuss
reviews and draft funding
recommendations.
