Reading and Approval of the Minutes: Move to approve Sen. 52, second Sen. 75. No objections, minutes of 10/20/13 are approved.

New Business
GF13-11 A Concurring Resolution Commending the Response of Several Entities for 2013 Disaster Relief; and Directing Distribution.
Move Sen. 88, second Sen. 45, no objections, bill brought to floor.
Author- This is a project Student Congress is doing in collaboration with the full cabinet. The project is called SGA says thanks. It thanks people who have had an impact in the OU or Norman community. We wanted to thank people who assisted during the Moore tornado. This resolution thanks them for their hard work and I will yield the rest of my time for questions.
Jerry- Any questions for the author?
Sen. 34- On motion. Move for previous question on the bill.
Motion to move for previous question Sen. 34, second Sen. 75, no objections.
[By mistake the bill is said to have passed despite a vote not having been formally taken.]
Sen. 34- On parliamentary inquiry. We still have to vote.
Motion to vote by Sen. 5, second Sen. 98, no objections. The bill passes.

GF 13-12 Emergency Allocation #4 Act of 2013
Move to bring to the floor Senator 46, second Senator 45, no objections, bill brought to floor.
[Author discusses the bill]
Sen. 72- How many students are part of this organization?
Author- Between 20 and 30.
Sen. 34- How much money was allocated in primary funding?
Author- I do not have that in front of me. I can give you that information tomorrow.
Motion to vote Sen. 46, second Sen. 75, no objections. The bill passes.

GF 13-13 Emergency Allocation #5 Act of 2013
Move to bring to the floor Sen. 2, second Sen. 34, no objections, bill brought to floor.
Author- This is emergency funding for the Student Bar Association. They applied but their application was late. This is why we have emergency allocations. So they applied. They are a very large umbrella organization and they require a lot of funding. About 27 various organizations are under this umbrella organization.
Sen. 34- How much did they actually apply for?
Author- 22,000 but we met and they gave an estimate of four to five thousand.
Sen. 77- Is there something in place to determine how funds are allocated?
Author- We give it to SGA and then they have their process of how they allocate those funds around.
Sen. 34- Are they able to apply for emergency funding in the spring?
Author- They can apply once every semester.
Jerry- Any other questions?
Motion to pass by unanimous consent by Sen. 75, second Sen. 5, no objections. This bill passes.

GF 13-14 Emergency Allocation #6 Act of 2013
Move to bring to the floor Senator 88, second Senator 34, no objections, bill brought to floor.
Author- This will appropriate money to two student organizations, funding event costs. One organization is in debt because it did not get previous funding.
Move to pass by unanimous consent Sen. 75, second Sen. 6, no objections. This bill passes.

GF 13-15 Student Organization Subsidiary Appropriation Act of 2013
Move to bring to the floor Sen. 46, second Sen. 34, no objections, bill brought to floor.
Author- This is a Student Organization Subsidiary Appropriation Act. This is our second largest form of funding. There are 115 student organizations receiving funds. 50,000 dollars in funds are being allocated.
Sen. 34- Did any organization receive all or more of what they requested?
Author- One fifth received all they requested for. We try to be as fair as possible.
Sen. 6- Is this for the rest of the fiscal year?
Author- The fiscal year begins July 1 and ends May 2 for this year. These funds will last until May.
Jerry- Are there other questions?
Motion to pass by unanimous consent Sen. 75, second Sen. 45, no objections. This bill passes.
Jerry- There were two other pieces of legislation that were left on the agenda but have been tabled until the Executive Committee can meet with the author. One of them is 13-16 which is an amendment known as the Contingency Fund Act of 2013 and the second was 13-17 the Parking Fund Act of 2013. The Executive Committee is going to meet with the author of these two bills at our next meeting because we have some questions about them.
