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Due to low attendance, voting on minor revisions made to our bylaws was postponed.

Dr. Heiser had information about research on social deviance and suggested an interview with the researcher could be placed on the web site.

A confidentiality contract was signed stating we would not disclose personally identifiable information we discussed about previous academic misconduct cases and pending penalties.  Dr. Heiser stressed the inappropriateness of loosely talking about case details.  The details of the two cases we discussed are only available to subscribers of the Honor Council mailing list archives (http://lists.ou.edu/index.html  Dated:  2 Apr 2007; Subject:  “academic misconduct penalties”).
Case 1 raised questions about appropriate amounts of community service and what amount of time it should be completed in.  The maximum so far is 150 hours.  It is generally work in the library.

It was suggested the Greek houses are talked to about proper test and paper file usage so there is not a repeat incident.

During the discussion of Case 2, it was pointed out that changes need to be made to our hearing procedures document.  The two students sitting on the hearing were not aware that the panel’s decision did not have to be unanimous.  Ex parte information should also be instructed.  http://www.ou.edu/honorcouncil/files/Hearing_Procedures.doc
Membership drive:  we usually start about this time of year.  We can reuse our previous newspaper ads.  Among other groups to look for applicants, we should talk to the College of Arts and Sciences Leadership Scholars and the deans of each college.  Are we going to do interviews again?

Tutorial:  Assessment and Learning Center with the Provost’s office created the tutorial.  (http://libraries.ou.edu/help/tutorials/, “Academic Integrity: Avoiding Plagiarism”)  

The next step is an overall tutorial, not just plagiarism.  Both could be used as penalties.

A Journalism and Mass Communication professor is interested in helping with videos.

Speaker:  If we work with the Campus Activities Council, Spring ’08 is the earliest we could get funding.  If we go solo, we could possibly have a speaker for the Fall of 2007.  It could be the main event of an Academic Integrity Week, instead of a movie.
