Jordan: UOSA exec branch budget already referred to GSS

Preston Nicholson, the General Council from UOSA (there are also four associate councils; all are law students) explained their role and said OU's system is good overall and fair.

He would like for the time to decrease between requesting a hearing and getting it.  This could be done by having more councils, though it might be the professors slowing down the process.  Dr. Heiser said that if a student wants to have their hearing quickly, it is possible to expedite it.

Sometimes it seems like instructors don't know what is going on in the hearing or appear to have preconceived notions.  Hakeem suggested creating a set of guidelines for how the hearings work to help the professor and student.
Suggested professors include examples of documentation on syllabus for intro classes.
For recommended punishments, he's found it better for the student for them to go before their dean for face team.
A letter is sent by the General Council when a student is notified they're being charged.
Thought our best practices list for Turnitin.com was thorough and it’s a good, legitimate system.  Dr. Heiser talked with the director of the Writing Center, who is against in some respects.
OK Ethics:  Dr. Heiser, Hakeem, and Melissa met with College of A&S contact about OKE.  They gave OU money to promote business ethics and OU now must develop programs.
She doesn't quite know how to start and implement her ideas.  She wants her own group, so Hakeem suggested she pull from us.

Pre-med and MAPS (Minority Association of Pre-med Students) clubs: Norman Regional wants an audience for medical ethics.  Dr. Heiser said this would be a good way to get our name out if we co-sponsored it.

Dr. Knapp said off-campus lecturers usually more effective than professors or staff.
Dr. Heiser will look into ethics discussions with engineering classes.
