For journal feasibility issues; PLEASE, NO PAPER SUBMISSIONS.

Electronic media are the means in which a student will submit his/her project for the Architype  student journal.  Projects should be placed in the ArchiTYPE “Student Submissions” folder on the Homework P: Drive of the College of Architecture computer network.
